► A dependent college senior whose Institutional Student Information Report (ISIR) shows a parental contribution of not more than $2,500 for the senior year,


OR

► A self-supporting (Independent for financial aid purposes) college senior whose ISIR shows a contribution (EFC) of no more than $3,000 for the senior year,

►Aan unenrolled college graduate whose ISIR indicates a contribution of no more than $3,000.
