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 IACUC Guidelines on Authorized User Bringing Guests into Animal Resource Center Facilities at UWM
The following amendments shall be added to the original Guidelines on Public Access to Animal Resource Center Facilities at UWM so that it applies to situations where authorized users are accompanied by one or more guests into the animal facilities.

Authorized Users:


PI’s with approved IACUC protocols and their approved staff


ARC Coordinator or Lab Manager


Institutional Official

1.  Any guests that accompany a PI or their staff into the animal facilities must be approved by the principal investigator with whom the visitor is affiliated.  

2.  Visitors accompanying a PI or their staff are prohibited from entering any animal rooms except those assigned to the authorized user.  Best practices state that visitors should allow 48 hours prior to entering the lab animal facilities at UWM if they have been in another lab animal facility.  If visitors have been in another facility within 48 hours and need to enter UWM animal facilities they should first consult with the veterinarian or lab manager.  All visitors will be required to review and sign the “Occupational Health Program for Visitors Requesting Access to the Animal Resource Center”.

3.  The ARC Coordinator, Lab Manager or Institutional Official should not bring visitors into barrier rooms (e.g. SPF or quarantine rooms). Visitors should only have access to rooms/labs that will not cause any disruption to the animals’ well being or the research taking place.

4.  It is the responsibility of the authorized user to supervise the activities of their guests to ensure that no unauthorized access to animal rooms occurs and that the guests do not engage in any behavior that is disruptive to the animals.

5.  It is the responsibility of all authorized users to ask for identification from individuals they see in the facilities whose pictures are not on the animal user bulletin board.  Instance of unauthorized access should be promptly reported.

6.  Student animal caretakers are prohibited from bringing guests into the animal facility.

7.  All animal facility visitors must adhere to the Personal Protective Equipment Procedures.  The authorized user may determine that additional Personal Protective Equipment is necessary-lab coat, booties and gloves-(e.g. visitor has been in another animal facility or has been exposed to other animals on a regular basis.)

9. Unauthorized electronic devices (including but not limited to, recording devices such as tape recorders, video recorders, cameras, cell phones, etc.) must be turned off in the facility.  Visitors must get prior approval in order to use them.

10.  A copy of these guidelines will be distributed to each authorized user of the facility.  Copies of these guidelines will also be posted prominently in the facility.
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
