When to wear a mask (in less than 100 words)

1. Indoors, except when working alone in a room or private office
2. Outdoors — only when 6 ft. distancing cannot be maintained
3. In any shared space, where 6 ft. distancing cannot be maintained

2 masks + 6 ft. distance = slow the spread of COVID-19

How can COVID-19 travel?

One breath: A single breath releases 50 -
5,000 slow-moving droplets
that quickly fall to the ground.

One cough: A single cough can send
3,000 fast-moving droplets

across a roomin a few
seconds.

One sheeze: A single sneeze can quickly
