This guide is not intended to take the place of regular academic advising. The following course recommendations are
designed for students with no college credits earned prior to Fall of 2013. Students who attended any other post-
secondary institutions or who started at MATC prior to Fall of 2013 should consult an advisor as soon as possible.

The College of Letters and Science offers two different degrees (Bachelor of Arts BA or Bachelor of Science BS) that have
very different requirements. Choosing a major and consulting an advisor sooner rather than later is essential to planning an
efficient path to a degree.

When planning your first 60-72 credits, you should attempt to satisfy general degree requirements rather than focusing too
much on a major. This recommended strategy works both for students undecided on a major and for those with an intended
major. Most courses required in the major can be taken during the junior/senior year at UWM, and many major-specific
courses offered at MATC may not count towards a major at UWM.

Foreign Language Requirement

If you took any college course before Fall 2008, please consult an advisor to discuss your options for meeting the
foreign language requirement. Otherwise following the guidelines below.

If you are pursuing a BA degree, you must complete four college # of units | In progress Need
units of the same foreign language OR three college units of one complete

foreign language and two college units of another foreign language.

1 college unit = 1 year of high school or 1 semester of college

If you are pursuing a BS degree, you must complete two college # of units | In progress Need
units of the same foreign language complete

1 college unit = 1 year of high school or 1 semester of college

Quantitative Literacy and Formal Reasoning Requirement

The requirements listed below are the minimum needed to meet the Quantitative Literacy and Formal Reasoning
Requirements. Some majors, particularly in the sciences, will require additional math to meet the requirements for
that major. Additionally, students who score sufficiently high enough on the UWM placement test may be able to
meet the Quantitative Literacy Part A requirement without taking any course.
