The intent of this subscale is to identify opportunities for the child to learn through play Learning materials


Parent clearly demonstrates or tells you spontaneously how they do things with their child. Involvement

The response should also convey that it’s a standard practice with all babies/families in WI home visiting programs. The explanation should also be clear that their time with baby is a priority over questions but they you may have to follow-up later in the visit or soon after the visit with questions.

For WI DCF Home Visiting programs, this is completed in the home when a child is 6 and 12 months old, and the child is present and awake.


If a child has an IFSP, or there is a suspected disability, refer to chapters 8-11 in the User’s Manual for guidance.


The inventory takes 45 – 90 minutes, and is focused on routine parent and child interactions.  


The best result comes from families acting as naturally as possible – no structured activity or intervention, just conversation and observation.


The authors anticipate that not all items will be observed within 45-90 minutes.

The process of completing the HOME Inventory (0-3) provides a snapshot of a parent/primary caregiver’s and infant’s time together


The process helps the home visitor consider ways to partner with a family to improve the home environment as well as child and family outcomes.


Allows the home visitor to know areas that are a challenge which should be avoided to prevent frustration. Areas of challenge can be opportunities for direct support, coaching, parent education.


Requires no knowledge from the home visitor related to child developmental and the environmental needs of the baby. An understanding of child development is critical to using the results well in home visiting.


Systematically builds insight into the baby’s experiences, strengthening home visitor insights about ways to build empathy and bonding between the parent and infant.

Track how you felt before doing the PSS and after the PSS.  


Track what how you perceived the family’s reaction to completing the PSS


Consider how your feelings about using a tool might impact a family’s responses and reactions


Make a note of how this information might be useful in building or maintaining engagement





Affirm Strengths and Efforts


Stay in the moment with someone when they express, stress, pain, or frustration.  Affirm strengths and efforts to deal with stress that you’ve observed.  The more concrete and specific, the more powerful the affirmation will be.





Case Review


After completing a screen, review case notes and consider if new information from a screen  provides insight into past visits.

This tool can provide home visitors insight about where to focus supports to parents, boosting their parental confidence and competence, and creating better outcomes for children.


This tool classifies homes as ‘good’ or ‘bad’. If this tool is being used in this way, then that is an inappropriate use.


An intent is, to understand what life is like for the particular child in the child’s most intimate surroundings.


An intent is to give the home visitor leverage to set goals around house keeping with the family. It’s not the home visitor’s job to leverage information from the HOME to set goals.  If housekeeping is raising concerns for you about the baby’s well being, raise that issue in a different context with sensitivity and compassion.


An intent is to point out what the family needs to do so the child doesn’t grow-up feeling left out or left behind by children their same age. While there is research that suggests that lack of access to stimulating environments can impact a child’s self-image, self-competence, and confidence as well as school readiness, the information in the HOME should support home visit planning but not be shared back with the family as an assessment where challenges are pointed out.
