Symptoms

200 - 300 rad to the  Erythema (redness of the skin). The area may tum red within two to
skin three weeks after the exposure depending upon dose. Epilation (hair
loss) is possible within two to three weeks.

1000 - 5000 rad to | Wet or dry blisters within one to two weeks of exposure that usually
the skin break open and are subject to infection. Epilation may be permanent.

Over 5000 rad to the | Severe trans epidermal injury that resembles intense scalding or
skin chemical bun with the immediate onset of pain. Epilation is
permanent.

Above 200 rad to the | There may be conjunctivitis (inflammation of the eye). It is possible
eye that chronic exposures may lead to cataract formation.
